AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF PLAINVIEW, MINNESOTA, RELATING TO THE USE OF PARKING ON PUBLIC RIGHT OF WAY WITHIN THE CITY REGARDING WINTER PARKING; AMENDING CERTAIN PROVISIONS OF CHAPTER 300 OF THE PLAINVIEW CODE BY AMENDING AND ADDING TWO SUBDIVISIONS NUMBERED 304.2. 

The City Council of the City of Plainview, Minnesota, does ordain: 


Section 1.  The provisions of Chapter 300 of the Plainview Code, are amended by adding a Section 304.2 to read as follows:

304.2 WINTER PARKING: 

Subd. 1.  To protect the citizen's general health, safety and welfare and to facilitate snow removal, it shall be unlawful to park, or permit any vehicle or trailer to remain parked, upon any alley or street from November 1st to April 1st between the hours of 2:00 a.m. and 7:00 a.m. or until streets are plowed from curb to curb during or following any snow fall which accumulates over two (2) inches.

 

Subd. 2.  In the event of a continuous and/or substantial snowfall, a citywide “snow emergency” may be declared by the Public Works Director or his/her designee.  It shall be unlawful to park on any city street during the time in which a snow emergency has been declared, until such time as the snow emergency is rescinded

Section 2.  This Ordinance shall be effective from and after its publication.
