Such miscellaneous fees shall come due immediately upon notification by the City.  Upon request, the City shall provide a breakdown of the various expenses incurred by the City.  The City may withhold any final action and/or rescind prior actions until all miscellaneous fees are paid in full. The City may request additional deposits if deemed necessary.
